Visa Most of our students live in France, therefore for non-European students, a 
Long Stay Visitor visa (called VLS-TS type D visitor visa) has to be requested 
to the French Consulate or Embassy of home country. An invitation letter 
from IUM is provided in the application procedure. 
For those who plan to live in Monaco, a student visa for Monaco has to be 
requested to the French Consulate of home country. 
 

Accommodation The International University of Monaco does not offer an on-campus 
accommodation option. Students are responsible for finding and paying their 
own accommodation. Our student services office offers support in this 
matter. Rooms in shared flats and studios. (Average price: private single 
room: 600 - 800 €, flat: 800 - 1200 €)
